1. The daily rates of minimum wages of the different categories of employees shall be 

computed by dividing the total monthly minimum wages by twenty six and shall be rounded 
off to the nearest paise. 

2. To get the weekly rates of minimum wages, daily rates of minimum wages shall be multiplied 

by six and rounded off to the nearest paise.
